1. Catastrophe/conflict situation





Describe the present situation, the reasons, the course of events and consequences. Are there conflicts or risks for conflicts in the area?





2. Objectives





What is the main objective of the intervention? What are the sub-objectives? How can achievement of the objectives be measured? (Indicators).





3. Target group





Describe the target group (gender, age, social and economic status, ethnic background etc). Give reasons for the choice of target group. What is the relation of the implementing organisation to the target group and in which way is the target group involved in planning, implementing and following-up the planned assistance? How will the target group and other related people be affected by the assistance? Comment on the gender aspect.





4. Organisations





Give a short presentation of the implementing organisation. For how long and in what ways have IAS and local organisations cooperated together? How are the responsibilities divided? Is the local organisation based in the conflict/catastrophe area? Describe the organisation’s competence and resources as well as earlier experience in dealing with humanitarian assistance. Is IAS and local organisation associated with “The Code of Conduct for the International Red Cross and Red Crescent Movement and Non-governmental Organisations in Disaster Relief”?





5. Assistance





Describe the main activities, what resources are needed and how the assistance will be organised. Is there any risk that that the assistance can cause deterioration in the conflict? Can the assistance strengthen peace initiatives and tackle the reasons for the conflict? Comment on the environment aspects.








6. Cooperation with other operators





Is this assistance a part of a larger intervention – how? Is there cooperation with other involved groups (e.g. the affected people themselves, local authorities, other aid organisations, UN organisations etc.)? Is there government approval/agreement for the activity?





7. Side effects





Make an assessment of the positive and negative side effects, which the intervention could cause. What possibilities, risks and alternative strategies have been considered? What are the possible long-term effects?





8. Time schedule





When does the intervention begin and finish?





9. Specified budget





Make a clear presentation of the specific items in the budget. Has this application been sent to other organisations for funding?





10. Follow-up and reporting





How will continual reporting of the intervention be carried out as well as the final report to IAS Headquarters?





11. Signature





The application should be signed by the IAS Programme. Give dates and information about positions.
